	How can we best grow our favorite vegetables in our school garden?

	Overview
	A project to serve as a conclusion to the year’s work in the garden and a vehicle for presenting student learning and promoting family caretaking for the summer.

	Chart paper or board

	Procedures/Steps
	1. Begin discussion by posing the question, “How can we best grow our favorite vegetables in our school garden?”  Record student ideas and responses on board or chart paper.

2. Show students digital photos from the year’s work (stored in student accessible folder).  Link to previous discussion about how we answered that question.

3. Introduce students to the idea and/or model of a PowerPoint presentation.  Begin by allowing them to choose and insert a photo of their choice that demonstrates an answer to the question.  (depending on student ability and time, this may be the only step that can be completed at this time.  Save project for next lab session.

4. Have students type a statement to accompany the picture that answers the driving question.  If time, and according to student ability, students can learn to animate slide, change font, etc.

5. Teacher copies slides so that they align into one single presentation.

6. Involve students in designing invitations and planning class/schoolwide presentation event.

7. In addition to PowerPoint, at family event, students can design and present a caretaker guide for summer, families can sign up to be caretakers, students can give tours of garden, etc. 

	Assessment (A what will be the evidence of student learning?)
	Teacher will assess students’ PowerPoint slides for evidence that students made connections between garden projects and what plants and animals need to survive; the diverse needs of different plants and animals; and the relationship between plants and weather.
